Please also join me at the Alabama Division Executive Committee Meeting on Saturday March 10.  Registration will open at 8AM and the Meeting will start at 9AM. Officer reports will be made and the finances of the Division will be presented. There will be a dinner served at noon for all participants.  

The meeting place will be the New Merkle House in Cahaba Heights (just south of Birmingham on Hwy 280, where we met last year, and is the meeting place of the host camp (#1372 Camp Fighting Joe Wheeler). You can get there from the intersection of Highway 280 and I-459.  Go north on 280 past the Summit shopping center and over the hill to the next traffic light at Dolly Ridge Rd.  Turn right at the light and go through another light at the top of the hill, and take about the third driveway to the right into the lower parking lot of the New Merkle House.  If you pass the elementary school on the right, you have gone too far. You can park in the lower lot, the upper lot, or along the side of the elementary school loop road (E.A. Hollis Drive.  There is a “Map to the Camp” link on the FJW1372 website (http://www.fightingjoewheeler.org).
Per the Division Constitution, “The Executive Committee shall be composed of the Commander, First Lieutenant Commander, Second Lieutenant Commander, Adjutant, Treasurer, Chaplain, Past Commanders of the Alabama Division, Brigade Commanders and each Camp Commander.”  Camp Commanders who cannot attend may send an appointed camp member representative with a signed note of authorization.
